· Fordwich Town Hall - a rare opportunity to compare reality with Powell’s replica! 

· St Mary’s parish church, where Chillingbourne’s parishioners were filmed arriving for matins.

· The entrance to the Colpeper Institute, and nearby streets and cottages that represented Chillingbourne village.

· The George and Dragon – where Michael Powell stayed while making the film, and whose exterior was, momentarily, The Hand of Glory.

There are very few public parking spaces in Fordwich village so please try to find one on the road leading from Sturry to Fordwich, or one of the side roads, and from there walk to the St Mary’s Church in the village centre. There is a bus service between Canterbury and Sturry and a train service from Ashford International and Canterbury West to Sturry. Fordwich is a 10-minute walk from Sturry.
